2 Promote understanding of early stabilization techniques, including golden hour protocols, thermoregulation, respiratory support, and cardiovascular management
3 Update participants on nutritional strategies for small and preterm infants, including early parenteral nutrition, human milk feeding, and growth monitoring.
4 Foster awareness of neuroprotective approaches and long-term neurodevelopmental follow-up protocols in NICU graduates.
5 Encourage multidisciplinary collaboration among neonatologists, pediatricians, nurses, and allied health professionals for holistic small baby care.
6 Provide a platform for case-based discussions and panel interactions to address real-world challenges and controversies in neonatal intensive care.
