Purpose
This two-day virtual course will cover specialized training for men’s health urologists, urinary incontinence specialists, andrology specialists and women's sexual dysfunction.

Activity Objectives
1 Diagnose, work up and manage patients with various Men’s Health conditions
(erectile dysfunction, ejaculatory dysfunction, hypogonadism, voiding dysfunction
and incontinence).
2 Understand how to work up and manage a couple with male-factor infertility.
3 Understand how to manage complications and controversies associated with
hypogonadism, such as prostate cancer, cardiovascular disease, and male infertility.
4 Prepare and set up, as well as perform standard and complex procedures, and
manage complications related to Peyronie’s disease, penile prosthesis and male
continence surgery.
5 Be familiar and comfortable with how to perform minimally invasive procedures and
surgeries for BPH.
6 Learn how to manage chronic orchalgia and pelvic floor dysfunction.
7 Learn the basics of the work up and management of female sexual dysfunction.
